One is the current main Server, and the other is
Backup Server at the case of emergency. By my
careless mistake, both of them are connected to
Local-LAN (inside of Flat-905) simultaneously.
That way made the router confused, and the
router Web-casted Backup Server's content (old
Web pages were there) rather the Main Server's
new content. Once the reason was clear, the
matter (error) was completely solved.
